GROW in Christ: (45 minutes) 
As we continue in our new sermon series, “Man vs. Wild”, let’s consider these verses 
from the Bible covering the life of Gideon. 
 
   
 
Read aloud the following passages from the Bible:  
 
 
ÒThen the angel of the LORD came and sat beneath the great tree at Ophrah, which belonged 
to Joash of the clan of Abiezer. Gideon son of Joash was threshing wheat at the bottom of a 
winepress to hide the grain from the Midianites.Ó        
         Judges 6:11 
 
ÒThe angel of the LORD appeared to him and said, ÔMighty hero, the LORD is with you!Õ 

 Judges 6:12  
 
ÒBut Lord,Ó Gideon replied, Ôhow can I rescue Israel? My clan is the weakest in the whole 
tribe of Manasseh, and I am the least in my entire family!Õ (16) The LORD said to him, ÔI will 
be with you. And you will destroy the Midianites as if you were fighting against one man.ÕÓ   

Judges 6:15-16 
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The LORD said to Gideon, ÒYou have too many warriors with you. If I let all of you fight the 
Midianites, the Israelites will boast to me that they saved themselves by their own strength. (3) 
Therefore, tell the people, ÔWhoever is timid or afraid may leave this mountain and go home.ÕÓ 
So 22,000 of them went home, leaving only 10,000 who were willing to fight.   

Judges 7:2-3 
 
ÒThe LORD told Gideon, ÔWith these 300 men I will rescue you and give you victory over the 
Midianites. Send all the others home.ÕÓ     
         Judges 7:7 
 
ÒThen all three groups blew their horns and broke their jars. They held the blazing torches in 
their left hands and the horns in their right hands, and they all shouted, ÔA sword for the 
LORD and for Gideon!Õ  
(21) Each man stood at his position around the camp and watched as all the Midianites 
rushed around in a panic, shouting as they ran to escape.Ó

3. The Angel of the lord called Gideon, “Mighty Hero”, even though he was hiding.

Pastor Greg told several 
personal stories of opposition.  How can we prepare for and handle opposition 
when it comes? 

 
 

5. Your biggest fear is usually attached to your biggest strength.  What have you 
been afraid to do in the past that God may want to use in your life?
